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Dear Contestant: 
 
Congratulations on taking your first step to becoming Mr. Phoenix Leather, and a 
contestant for International Mr. Leather (IML). 
We are proud to have you as a contestant and await the receipt of your 
application form to compete in this year’s IML prelim contest.  You will find that 
application form in this package.  After you complete the application and submit it 
along with your $25.00 entry fee, we will provide you with another packet giving 
more specific information about the times and structure of this year’s contest. 
 
In general, the structure of the contest will be very similar to that of IML.  On 
Friday evening, we will hold a meet and greet social for the contestants and 
judges.  It is a good idea at this time to wear what you would normally wear to a 
leather bar and conduct yourself in a social manner. On this evening you will also 
be introduced to the audience as a contestant and will publicly draw your stage 
appearance number, which will also determine your interview time for Saturday. 
 
On Saturday midday, contestants will have the interview portion of the contest 
privately with the judges.  Contestants should plan on an interview of 
approximately 30 minutes to allow the judges to become familiar with the 
contestant and his view of leather and the leather lifestyle. You will be asked your 
opinion on many topics during the interview.  More and more, IML judges are 
putting heavy emphasis on speaking ability and the ability to spontaneously and 
confidently answer questions about topics such as leather sex, illegal drug 
issues, AIDS issues and politics, and therefore this will also be an emphasis at 
the Mr. Phoenix Leather contest. 
 
On Saturday, we will hold the Mr. Phoenix Leather contest, which includes the 
full leather and speech competition, and skinwear/physique competition.  During 
the full leather and speech portion, contestants should appear wearing leather, 
uniform, or other choice of formal masculine attire.  Each contestant will make a 
short speech to the audience concerning the image of leather, how he would 
represent leather, or a similar appropriate topic of choice.  The time limit of 90 
seconds is strictly enforced both at the local contest and at IML. 
For the skinwear/physique (pecs & personality) competition, it is important that 
your attire show off your best features while still remaining legal to wear in a bar 
in this state.  If you are unsure if your outfit meets this requirement, please check 
with the contest coordinator, as no contestant may compete if their outfit is not 
legal. 
 
 
There will be six judges for the contest.  The panel will consist of respected 
members of the leather community with a range of political, geographical. and 
social backgrounds.  Contestants are scored as follows: interview 0-60 points, 
personal appearance/stage presence on Friday 0-30 points, leather image 



(speech) 0-50 points, physical appearance 0-30 points, attitude/personality 0-30 
points.  You should note that some categories will be judged throughout the 
weekend whenever the contestant has contact with or around the judges. 
In addition to these contest requirements, contestants should be available on 
Friday afternoon for possible rehearsal, last minute instructions and stage 
planning. 
 
The winner must be available to do at least two fund raisers before the IML 
contest, to raise money for the travel fund, charity fund raisers throughout his title 
year, be available to judge next year’s Mr. Phoenix Leather contest, and 
represent the community at events locally and nationally as his 
schedule/finances permit. 
 
The winner of the Mr. Phoenix Leather contest will represent Phoenix at the 
International Mr. Leather contest, which will take place Memorial Day weekend in 
Chicago, Illinois.  The winner will use funds raised to receive airfare and hotel 
accommodations.  
 
APPLICATIONS ARE DUE AS NOTED.  Your applications, biographical and 
sponsorship information, photograph, and $25.00 registration fee, must be 
completed and turned in by this date. 
 
There will be a mandatory meeting as noted, for all contestants.  If for any reason 
you cannot attend, please contact the event producer, Stephen Bloom, in 
advance.  At this meeting, your second packet of information will be disbursed.  
 
Please remember throughout the weekend to relax, have fun, and get to know 
your fellow contestants.  If you have any questions, please feel free to call on 
Stephen or Kenneth.
